The so-called Labor Parties, as in 1914, aid-
ed now Ly the cerruption of Stalinism, have
assisted the capitalist war-mongers by even
more hysterica! demands for war, but the
jzsue now lies nakedly elear. Millions of work-
ers have belleved that in a world war in which
the Soviel Union was engaged they could pro-
tect her by siding with her imperialist allles.
Stalin's delibsraie alliance with the fascist
leaves opposed two camps, imperialists and
{asciztz, one as vile as the other.

In 1916 in the midst of the slaughter the rev.
olutionary groups assembled at Zimmerwald.
appealed to the workers through the hvsterical
imperialists’ propagands to end war by revo
lution. We issue that appeal now. Revolution-
aries are pitifully small in numbers: 0 were
the Bolsheviks in 1914. We stand alone, sep-
araled from the so-called Socialists by our
Marxist principles. More and more clearly will
the starving masses, made desperate by hun-
ger and slaughter, recognise at the eritical
hour the FOURTH INTERNATIONAL as thelr
{riends and leaders,

We work steadily towards our revolutlonary
goal.

Despite the Restrictions
Imposed by War-Time Rule,
Revolutionists Carry On

LOMNDOM, October—The party office at Red
Lionn Court s now . closed,

The organization functloned wvery well dur-
ing the crizsis period. Thousands of leaflets
were distributed and bill-posted. A special is-
sue of the Militant was brought out, Many
meetings have been held.

In many areas the Militant Labour Leeague
pranches demanded and obtained special
meetings of their local Labour parties and re-
ceived considerable support for their uncom-
promizing line of revelutionary struggle
pEainst war.

The ILFP and the Scottish Socialtst Party—a
centrist organization affiliated to the Labour
Party=—have declared against the war offi-
cially, although thelr parliamentary represen-
.atives conlinue to act in the role of a pacifist
left wing of-the capitalist politicians. Which
& about what can be expected of the centrists
in critical times.

While it would be untrue as yet to say that
the masses are already opposed to the war, it
ean be stated quite accurately that there is
not the slightest enthusiasm among them for
the war. Nor has there been any sign of fiag
waving. It is still possible fo put forward an
opposition viewpoint without causing a riat.

Among the working population there are
considerable grievances already. Food prices
are rising., unemplovment is going up with
leaps and bounds as a result of the dislocation
of economy. Many families are reduced 1o
penury because thelr wage-earners have been
called up, These deep grievances are accen-
tuated by the various restrictions which have
been imposed on movement, recreation and
normal pleasures.

As was to be expected .the labor movement
i being turnéd into a part of the war machine,
The nauseating speeches of the labor leaders
in Parliament are known from accounts in the
general press. Many of the local organizations
have ceased to meet and apparently intend to
stop functioning for the duration of the war.
The Labour Party Execulive is making ar-
rangements for local pariies lo eooperate with
the Ministry of Information.

The &Stalinists are losing mround rapidly.
Their fellow travelers, the Duchesses, ste.,
left them high and dry when they found that
Stalin had “betrayed the British Empire.”
They are still demanding, although in @
shamefaced manner, a pact with Russia. For
the rest they demand a more vigorous mili-
tary policy and a new “People's Government'’,
whatever that means. But thefr days are num-
bered. The Daily Worker {5 reduced to half its
former size and we have received relinble in
formation that some of their loecal organizers
have not been paid for several weeks, It looks
as if the well has run dry,

The government-is permitting the Moseley
Fascists to conduct a demagogic campaign
against the war which they szay iz for the bene-
fit aof the Jews.

A Letter from Qur German
Comrades in Copenhagen
Sees Liberation Ahead

- Dear Comrades:

We take this occasion to send fraternal
greciings o our American comrades and
through them to all the comrades of the Fourth
International from the midst of a Eut’upe 2m-
broiled in war.

Comrades, we realize full well that the out-
break of the second world war constitutes n
terrible defeat for the international working
zlpzs and that the conclusion of the pact
between the El:nrie_l, Union and Hitler will have
a deep-going depressive effect upon the pro-
letariat, But we believe, on the other hand,
and can already observe in practise today that
the destruction of the fllusione regarding the
revolutionary regime in the USSR has made
the best sectlons of the labor movement more
easily accessible to our ideas and principles.
The counter-revolutionary policles of Stalin,
which we had already pointed out in Spain,
has now become manifest and indisputable.
We have no illusions that the reaction of the
workers to the pact has as yet a consclously
revolutionary character, and that it is deter-

mited on the one hand by instinclive rejection
of an alliance with the hangmen of the German
working class and on the other hand by demo-
cratic and national illusions which have been
nurtured these last few wyears precisely by
Stalinism and itz people’s front.

Once again the progneses and the principles
of the Fourth International have proved to be
correct. The arganizations of the Fourth Intey-
national are the only ones upholding the ban-
ner of internationalism and of the revolution-
ary struggle against war and imperialism at
the outset of this second world war which the
present generation experiences.

I'm the last few weeks before the outbreak of
war and a week after its outbreak we had dl-
rect communications from the comrades in
Germany and we shall send vou a detailed
report regarding them at the next opportunity.
Even In fascist Germany the Fourth Interna-
tional has considerable nuclei, which in a giv-
et situation can form the central body of a
revolutionary lepdership. Six vears of faseisim
have not been able (o Mazify the broad lavers
of the German working class, Betraved by the
great labor parties, suppressed by fascist ter-
rorv, the German working class cannot as yet
offer active resistance to fascism today, but
confines itself to passive struggle, Meverthe-
less even today the workers. constitute the
central force of the deep-going defeatists senti-
ment in the ranks of the people. It awaits the
liberation from the Nazl yoker by a defeat in
the “war, but at the same time is alert to the
threat of imperialist Invasion and of & new
and more acute Versailles.

We beg you Lo communicate gur sentirments
to the International organization and to remit
our warmest fraternal greeting to comrade
Leon Trotsky. His name is of immense signilfi-
cance to the European working class today.

Move Againt AFL ‘

Local 630 of the IBT in Wash-
ington and five union officials
were indicted under the Sher-
man Act on charges of obstrug-
ting and delaving work on gov-
ernment and private bulldings
by strikes, boyecoits and vio-
lenee.

Object Is Clear

The intent of the federal gov-
ernment iz clear. The G-Men
hope to establish through the

prezent indictments that
slrikes., boyeotts, and “vid-
lenee'  (instituted by strike-

breakers but blamed on union-
istz) econstitute o vielation of
the Sherman apti-trust law.
This would provide a legal
basiz then for eurbing all mili-
tent action of the teamsters
and other unions. It would par-
alyze the union movement, and
make possible chiseling, break-
ing of contracts, reduction of
wages, and a return to the open
shop in the trucking industry.
However, a powerful union
movement of 400,000 organized
truck drivers surging forward
with gain after gain is hardly
going to take this Iying down.
