THREE PLANTS

thunderisolts of révolution will strike ofnly at their enemies. The
former agents of German imperialism, the exiled leaders of the
social democracy, now in the service of Anglo-French imperialism,
asgure their new masters thal the thunderbolts can be harpessed to
the social democratic trapsformers which will step them down to a
safe vollage, They did it once before, in 1918, when they were able
to bring the German Rewvolution within the confines of the Weimar
Republic—and of Hitlerigm . They will do it again, they promise.

The British are paying their money [or goods which cannot be
delivered! No more than Hitler was satisfied with the Sudeten moun-
tains will the needs of Germany be satisfied with a monarcho-demo-
cratic revolution. British leaflets-—and social democratic leaflets—
will not break the iron hoops of Hitleriam: those hoops will be rent
asunder only by the shattering of the entire German social order,
which means by o socialist revelution.

Stalin Fears German Revolution

Chamberiain does not understand this and hopes for a “reason-
able” explosion in Germany. But Stalin does understand this, and
feara it, Stalin knows that revolutions are contagious, Were the
bhorizons of the Soviet Union ringed with red instead of brown, the
social hatred stored up by the Soviet masses against the oppressive
bureaucracy would no longer be freozen by the fear of imperialist
interventiom. Capitalist encirclement today iz Stalin's best ally
againat the Soviet masses, The German Revolution would provide the
Soviet working class with a new perspective, and that would menn
the end of Stalin, For, like Hitler, Stalin's atrength consists nol of
hig own résources bul of the passivity of the worekra over whom
he rules. .

The economic aystem of state property established by the Octo-
ber Revolution plays as deadly a role in undermining Stalin as is
played by the systom of private property in undermining the rulers
in the capitalist countries. But with thia declsive difference, Private
property creates anarchy and convulsions which can only be done
away with by ending private property. The state property of the
Soviet Union has demonstrated its infinite superiority over private
property by multiplying the volume of production in that backward
country by ratlos unprecedented in history.

But this splendid steed cannot continue its further course under
the bridle of the osslfied burcaucracy. It requires an entirely differ-
end Kind of guldanee The crises in Sdoviet econemy, its dislocations,
and the panlc-stricken answers of the buresucracy in the form of
purges and more purges—all this slgnifies that the economy es-
tablished by the October Revolution is utterly allen to the bureaus-
racy which has usurped the power. The defenss of the nationalized
property In the USSR requires the overthrow of the strangulating
bureaucracy.

Stalin, A Fair-Weather Friend

In allying himself with Hitler, Stalin hopes to help Hitler pre-
vent the German Revolution which would overthrow them both. The
Communist International is already, though still in cautious termas,
warning thai Hitler's overthrow would “most likely" bring a mon-
archical regime bostile to the Soviet Union, therefore—this is the
plein implication-<it is best that Hitler be not overthrown, This is
the ling 8o long as Hitler's military position remaing favorable, as it
is likely Lo remnaln during the firat year of the war.

But when Hitler's situation grows difficult, Stalin will {ry to
leave the ginking ahip and swim off toward the Allles, In return

Vigilante Terror Fails
To Break United Ranks
Of Negroes and Whites

CAIRD, I, Nov. 1T—Cairo,
“the town that has never been
fAooded™, i3 up to it neck in a
strike wave Invelving the major
industrial plants.

More than twe hundred busi-
ness men have been deputized as
special police officers to break
the strike movement, Attempts
o foment race riots against the
strikera, & majority of whom
are MNegroes, are copstantly
made. The Cairo Evening Citl-
%en has been tying to whip up
mobh action.

But where the vigilante boss-
es were successful in- smashing
the strike of unemployed work-
ere three years ago and fram-
ing their leader, Eddie Parker,
they have been unable to make
& dent inm the present strike
ranks,

Megro Workers Strike

The strike movement began
with the wallkout of the work-
erd of the Fobets Cotton Seed
Froducta Co. With the exception
of three or four, this 100 per-
cent organized AFL Federal Lo-
cal & composed of Negro work-
ers. They struck after a year of
futile attempts to bargain with
the employer. An armed deputy
tried to break through the pick-
et ling by driving his car into
the strikers and brandishing a
Ad revolver. Somebody, probably
o fellow deputy, shot him
through the head. He died imme-
diately. The local press {8 trying
to pin his murder on A “Regro
striker” although the asaailant
is unknown,

The militancy of the atrikers
at the Raberts plant spurred an
organization drive in the Valley
Steel Products Corp., employing
300 white and 25 Negro work-
erz. Before the organization

for hiz services at this point, the Allies may permit him to Sovietize
the Baltic countries, and eall for the independence of Hitler's Poland
in order to Sovietize It too. And with thia new turn the Communist
International will sing still louder Stalin's praises as a “liberator”
of people,

But all this can take place only on the basis of Hitler's growing
difficulties. The consequent milltary defeat of Germany will inevitab-
Iy be followed by the soclalist revolution in Germany. That will
mean the end of Stalin too, as the Soviet workers clasp hands with
their victorious bhrothers in Germany.

The German workers' state and the regenerated SBoviet Union
will understand, as did the party of Lenin and Trotsky, that their
foremost task is to extend the revolution., They will put their re-
sources at the service of the colonial revolutions againat the “demo-
cratic” empires, The twilight of the British Empire will bécome the
dawn of a new life for the peoples of Africa and Asia. "The epoch of
wara and revolutions,” Lenin called cur times. In the firat weeks of
the Second World War we begm from the point at which the Russian
Eevolution and the post-war revalutions left off.

That is the pther slde of the present picture of growing reaction
and repression, War and s attendant horrors are one side of the
coin. The other {3 th world revolution, whose first rumblings are now
belng heard in Prague and Munich, Paris and Alglera, Eombay and
Calcutta, Leningrad and Moscow,

to give the timber workeras seg-
o class citizenahdp in the union,
the lumberjacks thought they
would be able to establish a mil-
itant, democratic union.

However, through Pritchett, a
smooth operator, the Stalinists
managed to capture control of
thiz unlon. For thres years, va-
ricus tendencies appearéd in op-
position to the rule or ruin
cligue,

But not uptil this year were
the various groups able to unite
pehind a program which could
rally the workera to fight the CP
effectively.

Harry Bridges, California CIO
director (recently demoted) was
rushed by the Stalinists to the
recent woodworkery convention
to help head off a revolt agalnst
the Pritchett machine, This was
how precarious the grip of the
Stalinlsts had become,

On the first night of the
strike, Nov. 8, a deputized wvigi-
lante group armed with rifles
and pistols drove off the picket
line. But as soom as it was light
enough to ses, the workers re-
turned ot the plant gates and
recstablished thelr picket llne—
with MNegro and white workers
marching side by side — bafore
the muzzles of two hundred
Euna.

Four dayas later, the company
launched its Back-to-work mowe-
ment by sending threatening
lattera to the workers and dis-
patching foremen to plead and
threaten in the homes of the
strikers, The back - to- work
movement  fizzled  completely
when only 35 stooges pguarded
by two hundred armed deputies
marched into the plant, Outside
the picket line was stronger
than ever reinforced by ILA
dock workers and cotton seed
plant strikers, Sioce then the
strike-breaking drive has come
to an abrupt end.

At the present writlng, the
Goverpor's personal representa-
tive, Vincent, Colonel Davis of
the Mational Guard, NLRB rep-
resentatives and  government
conciliators have come to towm
to pour oll on the troubled wa-
ters. Strike ranks, hawever, are
solid as ever,

Cannon Fodder Hard
To Get in Canada

MONTREAL — The workers of
this section of Cansdn, as in oth-
er sections, aré not taking to the
g‘::wﬂ‘ﬂmenta efforts to whip up
war sentiment.

Recruiting in the French-Can-
adian regimepts is procecding at
n very slow rate. Even the in-
ducement of unusually good pay
for soldiers, amounting to nearly
350 a month, fails to attract re-
crults in sizable numbera. Resulta
in other regiments are not much
betier.

On several occasions, in movie
houses, British patriotic news-
réel shots have been hissed at in
récent weeks, Sireet urchins jeer
and ridicule companies of soldiers
as they mzrch to drill through
the sireets.

One big mercantlle establish-
ment has adopled the policy of
discharging its young male em-
plovees to "allow"” them to join
the army. It 18 generally believed
that similar mepsures and even
congeription might have to be re-

ROCHESTER, Nov., 19— Five
cents per person per meal

That was Rochester's helping
hand to” itg citizens in need up
to a few short months ago, when
it becamwe evident that the needy
were atarving to death.

Then, with the aid of the Fed-
eral Surplua Commodities Cor-
poration, Rochester made a part-
ah class of citizens on  relief,
“Salvation” was doled out with
another two and one-half' cents
per person peér meal through em-
barrassingly conspicuwous orange
and biwe food stamps, entitling
relief clicnls to surplus farm
commodities,

Bankers (ffer Less

Now, Instead of remedying the
situation, Rochester's well-fed
plen again to take one-third of
bankers have come along wilh a
the food out of the mouths of
the unemployed. .

The contiouance of the orange
and blue food stamp plan in
Rochester depends now upon an
agréeement between the head of
the Federal Surplus Commodi-

ties Corporation and the Roch-
ester Clearing House .Associa-
Liom.,

The banks of the city have in-
stalled a one percent servies
charge on cashing the stamps
glven by grocers. As the local
F.8.C.0. does about £3,000,000
business a year, this means $30,-
000 revenue from this source
filone to the local banks.

Will Closa Project

Mile Perking, hureaseratic head
of the F. 8 O C. declared
that the- local project will be
cloaed dewn December 1, if the
banka do mot discontinue thelr
gervice charges. Raymond Ball

| prégident of the Clearing House

Association, states that the
banks will mnot change “their
stand. A local committes of gro-
cers has petitioned both the gov-
eroment and banks to discuss
the matter.

The Boclalist Workers Party
paid particular attention to the
problem of the fight against
Jim-Crowiam. Again If used the
record to show that the boss
parties were crafty enough to
permit one or two Negroes to be
electad on thelr ticket to the
B0 odd places im the State Leg-
islature, The record showed that
gix mild laws againat diserimina-
tlon had been ntroduced by a
Megro legislator, Frank X Har-
grave of Essex County, but that
the Republican Legislature had
passed pone of them, and that
the Demoerats co-opérated com-
pletely with the GOP.

As the result of this failure
to answer any of the real is-
gues, the workers voted against
both the boss parties by staying
away from the polls, hardly
more than half the number vol-
ing this vear that did Jast vear.
‘The Republicans sweapt the elec-
tlona again, even galning a few
geats in the Legislature, al-
though the wvote against their
main plank, defeat of the relief
reforendum, showed how much
they were trusbed.
